Don’t think you’re eligible for fi nancial help through 
Vermont Health Connect? 

To get fi nancial help, Vermonters must enroll in health insurance through Vermont Health Connect.

Now through May 14, 2021 Vermonters without 
health insurance have a Special Enrollment Period 
to get Vermont Health Connect coverage.

The American Rescue Plan Act, signed into law on March 11th, has health insurance changes for 
2021-2022:

Higher income limits
If you made too much money to get fi nancial help in the past, you may be able to get fi nancial 
help this year as long as you’re enrolled in a qualifi ed health plan through 
Vermont Health Connect.

More Premium tax credits
Vermonters who get premium tax credits will likely get more, so your monthly bill from Vermont 
Health Connect may go down. You can also choose to get the entire tax credit when you fi le 
federal taxes.
